It’s Cold Outside!! Just a quick reminder regarding student attire . . . 

Please send your child dressed appropriately for our winter 

weather.  Hats, gloves, scarves, snow pants or some type of 

leg covering and boots help keep the children warm and dry 

when they play outside at lunch recess each day.  The 

younger children love to play in the snow but our rule is no 

one plays in the snow unless they have boots and snow 

pants on.  Each morning please help them remember each 

item of warm clothing - - including shoes to change into 

once they arrive at school.  Our school is reasonably warm 

but some children need an additional layer of clothing to 

stay warm in the classroom during the cold months.  Solid 

navy blue and white sweaters are included in the dress code 

for that purpose.  Jackets and hoodies (zip up or pull over 

sweatshirts with a hood) are not.  Remind your child to 

bring their sweater to school each day or leave it in their 

classroom “just in case.”   

 

Also, please remember on days when there is inclement 

weather and your child’s class is scheduled to play in the 

Activity Center, you will need to send their gym shoes.  

Students are not able to call you on those days for you to 

bring their gym shoes and parents are not permitted to bring 

the shoes to school. 

 

Security  Everyone understands the need for security rules at school.  

When we follow the security rules, we have a much better 

chance of keeping our children safe while they are here 



during the school day.  The following are a reminder of 

some of the security rules that we follow: 

• All parents must be “buzzed” into school through the 

main school door (located in the courtyard on the west 

side of the building).  Please do not use any other 

building door as an entrance. 

 

• All parents (delivery people, etc) must come directly to 

the school office, sign in and get a name badge before 

they proceed to their volunteer job.  If you will be 

volunteering at various locations during the day,  

please note them on the sign in sheet.  If you are 

volunteering in one area, please put that specific location 

on the sign in sheet.  Please stay in the area (s) that 

you indicated on the sign in sheet.   

  

• Parents are not allowed to go directly to their child’s 

classroom.  Birthday treats, forgotten items, etc. are to 

be brought to the school office.  The office will deliver 

those items to your child.  If you need to speak to your 

child, the office will call them down from their 

classroom. 

 

• If a child forgets a book, etc., at dismissal, they may 

not go directly back to their classroom to get the 

item.  The child must either find their teacher (or 

another teacher willing to take them to the 

classroom) or get permission from the office to go 

back to the room.   

 

In addition to the above, there are several security drills the 

children practice each year.  The most familiar of the drills 

are the fire drill and the tornado drill.  One more drill we 

practice is our Lock Down/Lock In drill.  Depending on the 

specific situation, the police department may call and tell us 

to Lock In.  Children will be allowed to move in the 

building as necessary but may not leave the building 

without an adult (when it is deemed safe to exit).  When we 

practice a Lock Down, all children gather in a safe area of 

the classroom, the door is locked and the lights are turned 

off.  The purpose of this drill is to give the impression no 

one is in that particular area. 

 

We want everyone to know and understand what to do in 

case of an emergency.  Most importantly, we want the 



children and you to know someone is watching over them 

and they are safe here at school.
